Kind attention of all Exporters, General Trade and all other stake holders is invited to the

practice of taking signature and putting of stamp of Let Export Order (LEO) officer on the final

print-out of Shipping Bills.

2. In this regard, it is noticed that the final print-out of a Shipping Bill, which is generated

through the Customs EDI System after the Let Export Order (LEO) has been given is a System

generated document. It bears the name and SSO-ID of the officer who has given the LEO. It is an

avoidable duplication of effort to affix signature or put the stamp of the officer who has given

Let Export Order (LEO).

3. In view of the above, it has been decided that henceforth, the signature and stamp of the

officer giving the Let Export Order (LEO) shall not be required on the final print out of the

Shipping Bill from the EDI System. Difficulties, if any, in this regard may be brought to the notice

of the undersigned.
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
