Younpyo Hong and Yori Kim from South Korea shared, “It’s a big fair and we are here for the
first time so we have a lot of ground to cover. The main focus is home furniture of all sorts.



Given the wide variety of exhibition themes, we are inspired and have to short list about
what to buy this year. The fair provides great opportunity for Indian products, which work
well in the Korean markets.”
