He
is here to source interior décor products. Louis Morris Reid from Germany is another such
regular buyer for home décor. Indian products attract with superior craftsmanship, he said.

Mr. Rakesh Kumar, Director General, EPCH & Chairman, IEML shared, “While exhibitors in
the halls are getting their due, there are many regional artisans and upcoming enterprises
that are getting their share of attention. Among such craft representations, there are
