Mr. R. K Verma, Executive Director, EPCH shared, “A total of around 500 buyers and buying
representatives from 50 nations along with around 250 domestic volume buyers explored
business opportunities and sourcing from India leading to enquiries worth around Rs. 300
crores.

According to Mr. R. K. Verma, Executive
Director of EPCH, the total handicraft exports for the year 2023-24 amounted to Rs. 32,759
Crores (US $ 3,956 Million), with fashion jewelry and accessories exports reaching Rs. 5,793
Crores (US $ 517 Million) during the same period.
