Delhi. The gala evening saw abuzz with top performing exporters from across the country, having gathered
together for this grand occasion, along with Shri Dileep Baid, Chairman, EPCH; Dr. Rakesh Kumar, Chief
Mentor in a role of Director General, EPCH and Chairman, India Exposition Mart Ltd.; Dr. Neeraj Khanna,
Vice Chairman and Shri Sagar Mehta, Vice Chairman, EPCH; Members of Committee of Administration-EPCH;
