year and the Handicrafts exports during the ten months of the current financial year from April to
January, 2024-25is Rs. 27,087.70 Crores (US$ 3,220.07 Million) registering a growth of over 8.66% in
rupee term & 6.89% in dollar terms over the same period of last year informed by Shri R. K. Verma,
Executive Director-EPCH.
