Promotion Council for Handicrafts (EPCH), is scheduled from 16™ to 19" April 2025 at the India Expo Centre &
Mart, Greater Noida.

This edition boasts of a meticulously organized layout featuring gigantic halls, dedicated to the 16 prominent
display segments, including Home Decor and Accents; Home Furnishing, Carpets & Rugs; Textiles & Linen; Gifts

In
comparison to competitor countries like China, Vietham and Cambodia, India faces relatively lower tariffs.
Furthermore, the 90-day tariff pause announced by the US provides a timely opportunity for India to engage in a
Bilateral Trade Agreement (BTA). | am confident that the Government of India will seize this opportunity, paving
the way for a trade-friendly agreement that will further strengthen our position in the American market.”
